About this Service
Saint Mary the Virgin

Mary, the Mother of our Lord, has been venerated in the Christian church since the apostolic age 
and has inspired countless works of art, literature, theology, hymnody, and spirituality. According to 
Rowan Williams,

That [Mary] can be represented in so many ways, thought about and imagined in so 
many forms, is an indication of how deeply she speaks to us about the hope for the 
world’s transfiguration through Jesus; how she stands for the making strange of what 
is familiar and the homeliness of what is strange. After all, it is she who literally makes 
a home for the Creator of all things, the strangest reality we can conceive, in her own 
body and in her own house. . .

From as early as the third century Mary has been called Theotokos, the God-bearer. She is honored 
because she was the mother of Jesus Christ, the Son of God—and because she is indeed the first of the 
disciples, the paragon of Christian life and witness. In Anglican theology she is known as the willing 
and obedient partner of God in the history of our salvation.
