About this Service
The Season of Creation

Christians around the world often set aside a “season within” the Season after Pentecost as a time to 
place God’s good creation at the center of our shared spiritual intentions. This devotional focus was 
suggested some thirty years ago by Orthodox Ecumenical Patriarch Dimitrios I, and has since been 
embraced by Pope Francis on behalf of the Roman Catholic Church, and by the World Council of 
Churches.

During the Season of Creation, we join in prayer, praise, and action for our common home, recognizing 
God’s charge that we be keepers and faithful stewards of the miraculous home and resources entrusted 
to our care.

The Word of God
The First Reading	 Exodus 14:19–23, 26–29, 31

Reader	 A Reading from the Book of Exodus.

The angel of God who was going before the Israelite army moved and went behind them; 
and the pillar of cloud moved from in front of them and took its place behind them.  
It came between the army of Egypt and the army of Israel. And so the cloud was there 
with the darkness, and it lit up the night; one did not come near the other all night.

Then Moses stretched out his hand over the sea. The Lord drove the sea back by 
a strong east wind all night, and turned the sea into dry land; and the waters were 
divided. The Israelites went into the sea on dry ground, the waters forming a wall for 
them on their right and on their left. The Egyptians pursued, and went into the sea 
after them, all of Pharaoh’s horses, chariots, and chariot drivers.

Then the Lord said to Moses, “Stretch out your hand over the sea, so that the water 
may come back upon the Egyptians, upon their chariots and chariot drivers.” So Moses 
stretched out his hand over the sea, and at dawn the sea returned to its normal depth. 
As the Egyptians f led before it, the Lord tossed the Egyptians into the sea. The waters 
returned and covered the chariots and the chariot drivers, the entire army of Pharaoh 
that had followed them into the sea; not one of them remained. But the Israelites 
walked on dry ground through the sea, the waters forming a wall for them on their right 
and on their left.

Israel saw the great work that the Lord did against the Egyptians. So the people feared 
the Lord and believed in the Lord and in his servant Moses.

I forgave you all that 
debt because you pleaded with me. Should you not have had mercy on your fellow slave, 
as I had mercy on you?’ And in anger his lord handed him over to be tortured until he 
would pay his entire debt. So my heavenly Father will also do to every one of you, if you 
do not forgive your brother or sister from your heart.”
