
John 10:1–10

1. Jesus told the people a story about leaders and 
followers. “Anyone who sneaks into the sheep pen 
instead of using the gate is a thief. The shepherd 
uses the gate, and the gatekeeper opens the gate 
for him.”

2. He said, “The shepherd calls his sheep by 
name and leads them out, and they follow him 
because they know his voice. They won’t follow a 
stranger because they don’t know a stranger’s 
voice.”

3. The people didn’t understand what Jesus was 
saying, so he explained it another way. He said, “In 
this story, I am the gate for the sheep. Those who 
came before me were thieves; the sheep didn’t 
listen to them.”

4. “Following me is like being like the shepherd. 
Whoever enters by me, the gate, will be safe and 
�nd pasture. The thief only comes to destroy lives, 
but I came so people can have full lives.”
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
